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The Coyote Club

The Coyote Club is a before and after school program at Valley
Academy Charter school. It is a study hall for Valley Academy
students of all grade levels. Coyote Club provides a time and place
for doing homework with the help of someone to answer
questions, and provides activities for those who finish their work
early. Parents are relieved to know that their children have a
safe, supportive, and fun place to work on their homework.

The Coyote Club will follow Valley Academy's yearly calendar and
will maintain the same breaks. The program is located in the
Multi-Purpose Room on campus. Student drop off and pick up
should take place through the east side doors of the MPR at the
campus’ main drop off/ pick up area.

Any Valley Academy student may attend the Coyote Club. The
rates and policies are different for registered students vs. drop-
in students. Students that will use Coyote Club regularly should
register as early as possible. Students that are not planning on
using Coyote Club, but want the option of dropping in occasionally,
do not need to register, but will be charged at a higher rate than
registered students.



Registered Student Rates and Policies

You may register for the Coyote Club anytime throughout the
year. You may get the registration forms in the front office,
during Coyote Club's regular business hours and/or at the "Meet
the Teacher” event.

There is a $40.00 yearly registration fee, per student, for the
program. Additional students (if in the same immediate family)
may pay the discounted rate of $20.00, yearly. You must re-
register at the beginning of each school year, due to possible
changes in policies, fees and/ or procedures.

A charge of $1 per minute will be charged if student is not picked
up by the program'’s closing time of 6:15 p.m.

All Accounts must be Pre-Paid!



Families with more than one student will receive a discount of
20% off the oldest student's fees. (Children must be within the
same immediate family.)

Accounts must have a credit in order for a student to attend
without accruing additional fees. If a student attends with a

balance due, the account will be charged an additional unpaid

attendance fee of $5.00 for each day they attend without

prepaying.

Coyote Club does not mail out billing statements, but you may
contact the business office for a balance update.

Accounts that remain delinquent will be ferminated, and your
student will no longer be permitted in the Coyote Club unfil
payment is made.

Payments may be made by cash or check to the Coyote Club
Coordinator or in the front office. Checks should be made out to
Valley Academy with Coyote Club written in the memo portion on
the check. Valley Academy's returned check fees will apply.

Drop-In Student Rates & Policies

You may need to use our program occasionally. Coyote Club is here
when and if you need it! Drop-ins are always welcome! Students
that arrive on campus too early (before 7:45 a.m.), or are not
picked up from school on time, will be sent to the Coyote Club.
These students are considered drop-ins, as well.

(Flat Rate of $15.00 until 3:15 p.m., then
hourly rates apply 3:15-6:15 ($7.00/ hour)

A charge of $1 per minute will be charged if student is not picked
up by the program'’s closing time of 6:15 p.m.

Drop-in students will receive a Coyote Club Drop-In Attendance
Slip with the student’s name, date of attendance, including times,
and session rate due.

The account must be paid in full by the following Friday. If the
account remains unpaid, a $10.00 delinquent fee will be charged
every Friday until the account is paid in full.

Payments may be made by cash or check to Coyote Club
Coordinator, or in the front office. Checks should be made out to
Valley Academy, with Coyote Club written in the memo portion on
the check. Valley Academy's returned check fees will apply.

Homework is our main priority!




There is a separate area for working students. Students should
come prepared with all supplies needed in order to complete their
homework and/or school projects. Coyote Club staff are available
to help students with their homework, without doing it for them.
Students also learn how to help each other, without giving away
the answers.

Coyote Club Wristbands

Coyote Club staff will check your student’s homework for
completeness, and accuracy when time is permitting. When picking
up your child from Coyote Club, look for the wristband. The
wristbands are used to identify students who feel that they have
confidently completed their homework. If your student does not
have one, that should tell you that their work is not complete, or
has not been checked. Note: Students are not allowed in the game
area without a wristband.

Coyote Club Game Area

Coyote Club students are only allowed in the game area when
their school work has been completed and checked. Coyote Club
offers a variety of educational games. Students may play
different types of games including board games, card games and
brain teasers. Students must be check the games out and back in
using a system much like in the library.

Donations of new and gently-used games are gratefully accepted
via the front office, at any time.



Food and Beverages

Students are encouraged to bring food and beverages to the
Coyote Club. However, they are not allowed to share their food
with anyone else. Coyote Club does not provide food! Students are
asked to clean up after themselves.
